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» Stonehenge, the neolithic prehistoric monument located in Wilt-
shire, England, on a four-stamp souvenir sheet from Liberia.

* Lighthouses of London, on a six-stamp souvenir sheet from
Nevis.

* And a familiar site of a very different sort, British Warblers, on a
six-stamp souvenir sheet from the Federated States of Micronesia.
